Introduction: 

The point is NOT to create an original ad!! 

You should take an already made WWF advertisement and add onto/change it!

Your goal is to create an informative, high impact advertisement.  Your writing must be catchy, clear and explained well.
You must choose to focus on one or all of these natural resources: Water, Trees, Oil (Fuel), Minerals

Requirements:

You will need:

1.) An attention grabbing line and explanation

2.) Highlight the benefit/importance of the natural resource

3.) A specific solution or advice for our world (general and specific)  

*** 2 & 3 = 200 or more words
4.) At least 20 – 30 percent of an original addition / change to your WWF advertisement (you should have a distinctly different before / after image)
Ms. Fell’s personal examples of an “attention grabbing line”:

a) You wouldn’t walk up and hit your mother in the face would you – then stop hitting Mother Nature 

b) What if everyday a chunk of your hair fell out just like a chunk of our forests.
c) We like to know what we are eating so food has labels.  I would like to know what I am buying – so why don’t our products have labels?
Format: 

You may do your ad in print or your may do it in photoshop / paint etc...

This is not a power point project – I do not want a presentation!

Marking: 
Written Content – catchy, correct, clear, informative, interesting, original addition
Mechanics – length, punctuation, spelling, grammar, sentence structure

Presentation Value – neat, organized, easy to read, visual appeal, editing, attention to detail
